The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) announced today (August 12) that one new local case of meningococcal
meningitis has been confirmed. The case, a man in his 70s from southern Taiwan, had a history of chronic illnesses
including cancer and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, but no international travel history. and was hospitalized
for asthma on July 25th of this year. On August 3rd, he suddenly experienced a change in consciousness and a drop in
his blood oxygen level. He died on the same day and was later reported to the hospital and confirmed to have been
infected with epidemic cerebrospinal meningitis. All relevant contacts have been arranged for health education and
health monitoring, and doctors have assessed whether to take tests or preventive medications.

The CDC explained that according to the CDC's monitoring data, there has been a total of 6 confirmed cases of
epidemic meningitis in Taiwan this year. Statistics from 2016 to 2024 showed that the cumulative number of cases each
year was between 1 and 12 cases. The majority of infected individuals were aged 25-64 (accounting for 30%), followed
by 19-24 and over 65 (each accounting for 23%). The most common cases are infected with Neisseria meningitidis
type B.

The CDC stated that epidemic meningitis is primarily transmitted through contact with throat and nasal secretions
or droplets from an infected or carrier person. Effective transmission requires close or prolonged contact. Healthy
individuals may present asymptomatic carriers of the bacteria in the nasopharynx, with only a small number of carriers
developing invasive disease. Immunocompromised individuals are more susceptible to the disease, with an incubation
period of approximately 2 to 10 days. The main symptoms include fever, severe headache, neck stiffness, nausea,
vomiting, hemorrhagic rash, and sometimes coma and delirium. Severe cases can cause pneumonia, sepsis, meningitis,
and even shock and death, requiring prompt antibiotic treatment.

The CDC reminds that to prevent epidemic cerebrospinal meningitis, you should avoid staying in crowded or poorly
ventilated environments for long periods of time, and maintain good hand and respiratory hygiene to reduce the chance
of infection; If you have suspected symptoms, you should seek medical treatment as soon as possible to avoid worsening
of the condition.
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
